In this she appraised the last hundred years in Britain covering international decline and domestic political strife. These challenges face King Charles III and show few signs of assuaging in the near future.

The increasing polarisation in politics and divisions within the country mean that the Monarchy finds it increasingly difficult to act as a lynchpin to hold the country together.
